-Francis: Reach out to tutoring center to extend hours until 6pm. Current hours are open until 4pm. The
extended hours will give students who work or have class during morning hours access to tutoring
center services.

-Student suggestion: Put up a sign or gather HTC community input on how long tutoring hours should be
extended (doing a survey to gather input).

-Question raised: There are different tutors in the tutoring center, which tutors would be available or be
willing to stay extended hours? Which tutors are most needed for extended hours?

-Student suggestion: Extend hours for the time being and also send out a survey to see student
interest/to see what we would need long-term.

-Secretary Arinze: What additional time are we talking about here? What are we motioning about?

-Francis rephrased motion: Motion is based on tutoring hours at HTC BPC. Some students are not able to
get the help they need because they work. By the time they are available to get help from the tutoring
center, tutoring center is already closed for the day.

-Question/suggestion: We can have the tutoring center open with extended hours by appointment only?
-Question: Can appointments be made after 4pm?
